MAPPING EXERCISE OF COMMUNITY & VOLUNTARY GROUPS INVOLVED IN ENVIRONMENT FOCUSED ENTERPRISES

An Irish Research Council for the Humanities and Social Sciences (IRCHSS) funded project investigating the environmental social economy in Ireland.

The project title is Creating a Sustainable Economy: examining the impact of environmentally focused social economy enterprises on sustainable development within the 'New Economy' of Ireland.
